Becoming a Christian





Hear - Romans 10:17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.


Believe - Mark 16:16, Jesus said, “He who believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be condemned.”  


Repent- In Luke 13:3 Jesus said, “I tell you, no; but unless you repent you will all likewise perish.”


Confess Christ -Romans 10:9-10 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.   For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation.


Baptism - Acts 2:38 Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.


Remain faithful – Rev 2:10 … be thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee a crown of life.





All references are from the King James Version.
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Will “faith alone” save me?


We are told in James 2:17 Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone.  Thus we know that “faith alone” will not save us.  Hebrews 5:9 tells us Jesus is the author of eternal salvation.  In Mark 16:15-16 And he (Jesus) said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.  He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.  The conjunction (and) means that belief and baptism must both be present to be saved!


GOD’S WORD says…


At Pentecost in Acts 2:38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins…  Paul was told by Ananias (Acts 22:16) And now why tarriest thou? arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy sins…  Baptism cleanses our sins according to this Biblical reference.  Every account in the Book of Acts for becoming a Christian includes baptism.

The Bible is GOD’S WORD.





2 Timothy 3:16-17 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:  That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.


What does the Bible say?


Christ became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him (Hebrews 5:9).   He said in Matthew 15:8-9, This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with their lips; but their heart is far from me.  But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.  It is not possible to follow the doctrines of man and be saved.  We must follow what we are told by GOD in HIS WORD (the Bible) to have the opportunity to be in Heaven.  


Jesus said, “If ye love me, keep my commandments” (John 14:15).  He told the disciples, “Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.
